The doc. presents the major stages of the
designing and building of the Venetian walls of
Nicosia (15671570 AD).The main concept was to
create a round peribolos with pentagonal
projecting bastions at regular intervals, thus
creating the image of a

star-like fortified city. Nicosia was the first to
acquire such fortifications in mid 16" c.

By the end of 18" c., 9 such cities were created in
Europe, Asia, and America.

Thus Nicosia became the prototype of the star-like
city on a world- wide scale.

The walls of Nicosia were designed and built by the
distinguished Italian military

architect Giulio Savorgnano who also worked at
Chandax in Crete and Palmanova
